SEDER/COMMUNION SERVICE   Thursday April 1 
If you’ve never experienced a Seder meal before, 
then consider putting this special evening on your 
calendar  A Seder is the traditional Jewish 
Passover remembrance, 
which takes place around 
a supper table. Here at 
RTC, we’ve “tweeked” 
the Seder to include 
elements of both Judaism 
and Christianity….all

together… Here’s what happens.  We move 
through the traditional Passover ritual, share a meal 
together and remember the night Christians call 
“Maundy Thursday”, the night of Jesus’ Last 
Supper.  A Christian communion service is 
incorporated into the gathering.   It is a whole/holy 
experience, with supper just a part of the religious 
remembering.
