Meghan's and my trip to Nicaragua was a 
tremendous success and I bring you greetings 
from Rev. Norman Bent and the Creole congregation 
of Iglesia Morava in Managua.  Meghan and & I were 
welcomed "into the fold" when we attended a two 
hour "red book" service which also included a baptism 
and communion!  Many in the 
congregation expressed hopes of strengthening 
contacts with their Canadian brothers and sisters and 
now to RTC in particular in response to our outreach 
programs that have been highlighted in "The 
Moravian"!  Our Duduza (comfort) doll ministry 
was wholeheartedly received and will be added as an 
outreach program in addition to their medical clinic 
ministry.   

The visit with our World Vision sponsored 
child was incredibly special, to say the least, and we 
were able to spend 5 hours with Xochilth & her 
mother in Tipitapa.  We were also able to see an Area 
Development Program in action through a school visit 
and then on to a farming community.  The people 
involved in this were as excited as we were, and 
through the interpreters we were able to express 
reciprocal gratitude and extend God's blessings to 
one another. 

The fundraiser that we had held for 
the Christian School of the Deaf in Managua 
resulted in the completion of the roof for their new 
chapel/multi purpose room prior to our arrival.  We 
were able to visit every class and Meghan was as 
thrilled as the children were to discover they could 
communicate with each other in sign.  The students 
also honored her by presenting her with her own 
"Name Sign" - something that is done in every deaf 
community around the world!    

Prior to our arrival in Nicaragua, we spent a bit 
of time in Manhattan - you can imagine our surprise at 
discovering that the church just half a block away 
from our lodgings turned out to be the First Moravian 
Church of NYC (est. 1748!)  Of course we had to stop 
in and have a look and now also bring greetings from 
new pastoral graduate Charles Harewood and some 
of the lovely ladies of the church's outreach 
committee (one of whom was originally from 
Nicaragua!)
